Felix Unite River Adventures invites you to join us for an exciting yet safe weekend, rafting the Breede River in the Overberg region. A weekend adventure with us only 2.5 hours drive from Cape Town. We supply 5 star bush cuisine,comfortable beds, hot showers, flushing toilets and much, much more….

Up The Creek

Situated on a hill side overlooking the river is a restored Cape Dutch farmhouse. Here your accommodation is in A-frame chalets. Duvets are supplied. For the adventurous, 3 ox-wagons can also be used for accommodation. The accommodation at the camp includes comfortable beds with linen. The camp has both undercover and outdoor recreation areas with fireplaces. DSTV is also available.
Up The Creek directions from Cape Town:

Take the N2 towards Swellendam. Turn right at Infanta/Felix Unite turn-off, +/- 8km before Swellendam. Turn left at the Napkysmond turn off 2.1km from N2. Continue along Napkysmund road for 13,1kms. Turn left at ‘Up The Creek camp’ sign. Follow the road for ± 1km to camp.

NB!! THE LAST KILOMETRE TO THE CAMP MUST BE DRIVEN CAREFULLY AND SLOWLY!! PLEASE ENSURE YOU KNOW WHICH CAMP YOU ARE BOOKED INTO BEFORE DEPARTURE.

Example Itinerary :
Friday :

Arrive at camp after 5pm to be welcomed by your guides who will show you your accommodation Relax with snacks and sundowners before feasting on dinner prepared by your guides.

Saturday :

After a hearty breakfast and a safety briefing, paddling begins. You will spend the day drifting/paddling down the Breede River in our 2-man inflatable “crocodiles”. No experience is necessary and full instruction is given. A picnic lunch will be served on the riverbanks. Late afternoon sees you return to camp for snacks, hot showers and relaxation. The evening will be spent around the campfire and indulging in roast lamb with all the trimmings.

Sunday :

After another hearty breakfast it is time to paddle a second beautiful stretch of the river. In the early afternoon you return to camp for a tasty late lunch.

PLEASE NOTE : The standard activity for open groups is river rafting, alternate activities available to group bookings only and when the river is low and cannot allow for a full trip of rafting.
KITLIST

WET GEAR

Costume, shorts, t-shirts, hat or cap, track shoes, strops windbreaker

DRY GEAR

Shorts, t-shirts, tracksuit, track shoes, strops, warm clothing for the evening

GENERAL

Toiletries, torch, towel, sun-block, insect repellent, lip-ice, camera, fishing rods

DRINKS

No bar facility, guests to bring own drinks we will supply ice, glasses cooling facilities

We supply juice, tea, coffee and water.

Please do not bring valuables with you if possible.

PUBLIC CALL BOX AND CELLPHONES

There are very few power points in the main building and none at all in the chalets,

so please charge cell phones before leaving home.

SHOWERS AND TOILETS

Although the showers are communal, there are separate facilities for males and females.

The Bathrooms all have hot and cold water with flushing toilets.

BEDDING

Bedding is provided. If you feel that you require extra bedding,

BREEDE RIVER FAQ’S :
1. What boats do you use?

We use 2 man inflatable crocs. These are a lot of fun.

2. How many can sleep at the camp?

We can sleep 40 sharing at Up The Creek
3. What if I have a larger group than that?
We have accommodated groups of up to 200 guests at both camps, however the extra people need to accommodated in tents that we out source, hence an additional charge. The tents are very nicely done, with carpets, beds, tables + lighting.

There is no bar facility at Up The Creek and guests are required to bring their own drinks.
